Course Description:

This class is the first of a two-year course. It is the study of the language,
concepts, and techniques of Algebra designed to set the foundation for future
High School Mathematics courses. This course focuses on expressions, linear
equations and inequalities, proportions, graphing, probability, and basic
statistics.
