5. One letter of recommendation from Fine Arts teacher.

6. Financial need, leadership, academics and community service activities will also
be reviewed.

7. Deadline: March 15t of graduating year.

The recipient must maintain a GPA of 2.0 during the first quarter/semester of study
at an accredited institution the student has chosen to attend. If selected for this
scholarship, the applicant is required to provide confirmation of enrollment
from the institution the applicant has chosen to attend. This information needs
to be forwarded to the Wahoo Public Schools Foundation treasurer before a check
can be disbursed to the institution the applicant has chosen to attend.
