STATE Testing — ACT

During the 2020-21 school year, the ACT was
administered as the statewide summative for
all 3rd year HS students (Juniors). The ACT
results provide an indicator of college
readiness in the form of skills and higher
order thinking. Wahoo High School had 90,
11th graders complete the ACT in March of
2021. The state has established cut scores to
indicate whether a student completing the
ACT is “On Track” for future success in
college. Those scores begin at the following:

An
Alternative Education Center is also housed within the High School. Wahoo Public Schools offers a diverse
curriculum.
